Volleyball Rubric
Grades 2-5
100 points:  Student will be able to successfully serve the ball over the net using an underhand serve.  Student will be able to set the ball using two hands, and striking the ball so it travels in an upward motion.  Student will be able to bump/pass the volleyball using their forearms, with hands together.  Student must keep their hands low and knees bent, using their legs and arms to have the ball travel up and forward in the desired direction.
90 points:  Student will be able to do two of the three volleyball skills.  Underhand serve, bump/pass or set.

80 points:  Student will be able to one of the three volleyball skills.  Underhand serve, bump/pass or set.

70 points:  Student cannot do any of the volleyball skills, but student is give full effort. Underhand serve, bump/pass or set.
60 points:  Student does not give full effort and cannot perform any of the volleyball skills.
Grades K-1

100 points:  Student will be able to throw and catch a tossed volleyball over a volleyball net set at 5'6" high.
85 points:  Student will be able to perform one of the two skills, either catch or throw the volleyball over a volleyball net set at 5'6" high.

70 points:  Student cannot throw the volleyball over the net, nor catch a tossed volleyball over a volleyball net set at 5’6” high.
